The
Record of Births and Deaths is the only one that we house at our office and is very important to
local history and area genealogy research. The Marriage Index is likewise valuable to local
researchers. The Plat Index is vital for land research, local genealogists and includes a
Fincastle/Montgomery County property record for then-Colonel George Washington, which is
significant in early American history.”
